About NOLN'’s 2007 TOPS in the Fast Lube Industry Rankings:

Published in March, the TOPS ranking lists the top fast oil change ‘chains’ — those companies operating Six or
more like-branded facilities — by the number of lube shops each operates. This year, the 59 chains that made the list
operate a grand total of 7,555 facilities, or approximately 44 percent of the total U.S. fast lube population.

In addition to the TOPS fast lube list, NOLN ranks the top “oil change-plus” chains, which are those companies that
offer oil changes, but generally not as business’ primary focus. We also rank ‘associated’ chains, or those companies
that operate six or more stores that wear signage of a larger operation, and foreign chains, which are those U.S.-based
companies with a sizable overseas presence.

Fast Lube Industry Facts:

« As of March 1, 2007, there were approximately 17,049 fast lube facilities in operation in the United States (as char-
acterized by those facilities whose primary business model revolves around providing quick automotive maintenance
as their core service offering). Overall, the industry’s store count grew by approximately 1 percent between March 1,
2006 and March 1, 2007. Source: NOLN estimate based on internal database.

« For 2007, the fast lube industry will record gross sales of approximately $8.51 billion. Source: NOLN estimate
based on 2007 TOPS figures and data from 2006 Fast Lube Operators Survey.

Fast Lube Chain Facts:

e Overall, the 59 chains listed in our TOPS ranking added a cumu-
lative total of 144 facilities, a growth rate of 2 percent. Much of this
growth was accomplished via acquisition or conversion of existing
facilities.

« Of the 59 fast lube chains ranked in our TOPS list, 20 added facili-
ties during the past year, five sold or closed facilities, and 31 remained
unchanged from last year. Three new chains were added to this year’s
ranking list.

» Oil company signage chains like Mobil 1 Lube Express, CITGO
Fast Lube, ConocoPhillips Lube Shop and Valvoline Express Care
added a total of 85 facilities, or nearly 60 percent of the total added
by chains listed in the TOPS ranking.

Miscellaneous Lube Chain Facts:

e Petro:Lube, a division of Petro Truck Stops, is once again the
nation’s largest dedicated truck lube chain with 61 facilities. Speedco
Truck Lube is rising fast, however, with 48 facilities now open (com-
pared to 35 last year) and plans to open an additional eight in coming
months.

e Mr. Lube remains the largest Canadian fast lube chain, with 88
facilities open.

Oil Change-Plus Chain Facts:

* With more than 2,300 facilities open, Wal-Mart Tire & Lube
Express has passed Jiffy Lube as the largest oil change chain in the
country.

« The number of oil change-plus chains making our ranking climbed
to 48 from last year’s mark of 43. Overall, the 48 chains on this year’s
list operate a combined 14,607 facilities, up nearly 500 facilities from
last year’s mark of 14,135.

« Driven Brands, the holding company that owns the franchise
group behind Meineke Car Care Centers, acquired Econo Lube N’
Tune & Brakes last year, though each will continue to be operated as
a separate chain.

* The 42 California-based Tuneup Masters facilities were acquired
by an investment group. As of March 2007, negotiations were report-
edly underway to purchase the chain’s Texas-based stores.
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
